“If a State ratifies or accedes to this Convention after the six-year period for
conversion set forth in paragraph 72, the Council shall, at its second subsequent
regular session, set a deadline for submission of any request to convert a chemical
weapons production facility for purposes not prohibited under this Convention. A
decision by the Conference to approve such a request, pursuant to paragraph 75, shall
establish the earliest practicable deadline for completion of the conversion.
Conversion shall be completed as soon as possible, but in no case later than six years
after the Convention enters into force for the State Party. Except as modified in this
paragraph, all provisions in Section D of this part of this Annex shall apply.”

INTRODUCTION

l. The Conference of the States Parties (hereinafter “the Conference™), at its
Twenty-Fourth Session, adopted decisions C-24/DEC.4 and C-24/DEC.5 (both dated
27 November 2019), in which it approved, in accordance with paragraphs 4 and 5 of
Article XV of the Chemical Weapons Convention (hereinafter “the Convention™),
certain changes to Schedule 1 of the Annex on Chemicals to the Convention
(hereinafter “the Annex on Chemicals™). Through Note Verbale NV/ODG/221841/19
(dated 10 December 2019), the Director-General subsequently notified all States
Parties of the approval by the Conference of these changes to the Annex on
Chemicals. By letter dated 10 December 2019, the Director-General also notified the
Depositary accordingly. Pursuant to subparagraph 5(g) of Article XV of the
Convention, the changes to the Annex on Chemicals shall enter into force for all
States Parties 180 days after the date of the aforementioned notification by the
Director-General, that is, on 7 June 2020.

2, The Annex to the present Note by the Technical Secretariat sets out a consolidated
text of the adopted changes which will replace, on 7 June 2020, Schedule 1 of the
Annex on Chemicals, including CAS registry numbers assigned to the toxic chemicals
described therein (i.e., items Schedule 1.A (13) to (16)). This Note will be
communicated to the Depositary.
